RESIDENTIAL LIFE
ORGANIZATION AND ADMINISTRATION

Areas. For adminigtrative purposes, University residence halls have been divided into three residentia areas.
Professiona staff, known as area directors and resident directors, and paraprofessional staff, known as resident assistants,
live in each residential area and collaborate with residents to create an environment conducive to living and learning.
Callectively, they coordinate hall operations, counsel students, enforce University policies and regulations, promote hall
programs and activities, and serve as resource persons.

East Campus. East Campus is composed of The Annex, Belk, The Complex (McEwen, North, Wedey, and Y adkin),
and apartments in the University Health Center. The area director livesin McEwen and can be reached at 841-9219. In
addition to the area director, a resident director lives in Belk and can be reached at 841-9247. During the day, you will
often find the area director for East Campus and the resident director of Belk in 101 Slane University Center (841-4589).

West Campus. West Campusis composed of Finch Hall, Millis Hall, and the University Apartments, including the greek
apartments on West College Drive and Sixth Street. The area director for West Campus lives in Finch, and can be
reached at 841-9249. In addition to the area director, a resident director lives in the University Apartments and can be
reached at 841-4608. During the day, you will often find the area director for West Campus and the resident director of
the University Apartmentsin 101 Slane University Center (841-4589).

University Village. University Village, located at the intersection of Centennia Drive and College Drive, is composed of
33 two-bedroom apartments and four one bedroom apartments. The area director livesin 1375D and can be reached by
telephone at 888-5150. During the day, you will often find the resident director for University Village in 101 Slane
University Center (841-4589).

Area/Resident Directors. Your area/resident director, a full-time professional in the Office of Student Life, has
scheduled office hours, but (s)he is often available at other times as well. In addition, area/resident directors work on a
rotating basis, so at least one area/resident director is ordinarily on duty or on call.

Resident Assistants. Resident assistants are upper-class students who have been carefully selected and trained to serve
asrole models and peer helpers. In traditional residence halls, an RA ordinarily ison duty daily from7 pm.to 7 am. A
duty schedule ordinarily is posted for each resident assistant.

Residential Programming. Ordinarily, your resident assistant will organize severa activities for your floor each
semester.

Hall/Floor Meetings. The quality of residential life is contingent upon shared information and deliberation. Therefore,
halls or floors will meet periodicaly to discuss issues related to community life. Attendance at scheduled meetings is
mandatory. Failure to attend a scheduled meeting ordinarily will result in a$10 fine. Therefore, you should contact your
arealresident director or resident assistant in advance if you cannot attend such a meeting. Absences ordinarily will be
excused only where they result from emergencies or scheduled work. In the event that an absenceis excused, you should
meet with your arealresident director or resident assistant to familiarize yourself with the matters discussed.

Community Councils. Residents who live in Belk, the Complex, Finch, and the University Apartments elect officers
who comprise the Community Council for the respective residential unit. An area director or resident director serves as
advisor to each council. Councils promote unity, self-governance, and fellowship among residents. Council meetings
are open to residents and provide a forum where residents can discuss ways of improving community life. Councils also
organize activities designed to encourage community. Each Community Council is represented, with vote, in the Student
Government Association.  You can be involved in the decision-making process and gain leadership experience by
becoming active in the programs and activities of your Community Council. The Inter-fraternity Council functions as
Community Council for studentswho live in the Greek Houses. The Panhellenic Council represents MillisHall.

RESPONSIBILITIESOF ROOMMATES

By its very nature, a University residence hal is not a private place, and this is especialy true of the room which you
share with a roommate. Y ou will want to treat your roommate as you would want your roommate to treat you. Y our
actions should enable your roommeate:

to read and study without unreasonable noise or distraction;

to deep without undue disturbance;

to restrict the use of persona property;

to be secure at all times;

to livein aclean and orderly environment;

to access the room and its facilities without pressure from the roommeate;

to enjoy privacy of information;

to host guests, provided both the host and the guest(s) respect both the rights of the roommate and
University regulations;

. to live without physical or emotional harm, including intimidation;

. to access information technologies, including the telephone, cable TV, and Internet, in a cooperative
manner.

HOUSING

Residency Requirement. High Point University has built residence halls and operates food services in order to assure
that students who do not live in the area have a place to live and eat while they are enrolled at High Point University, and
these operations must remain self-supporting. Moreover, every national study of academic success supports the position
that the residential environment enhances student development and encourages continuation and graduation from
college; therefore, as an expression of its educational mission, the University is intentiona in its efforts to maintain a
residential environment.

Off-campus permission. All day students who do not live with their families are required to live on campus and to
participate in the University meal plan. Any exception must be approved, in advance, by the dean of students[101 Slane
University Center]. Off-campus permission, where granted, is subject to certain conditions:

. Your academic performance should remain equal to or better than your academic performance as a
resident student;

. You will notify the Office of Student Life of your local address and phone number prior to initial
occupancy of off-campus housing and prior to any change thereafter;

. You will act as if your are a representative of High Point University; therefore, you will avoid

behaviors which lessen the quality of life or the value of property in your neighborhood:

noise pollution;

violations of federal, state, or local laws,
violations of the property rights of your neighbors;
litter, including temporary litter;

theimproper or unsightly disposal of trash;
theimproper or unsightly disposal of property;
inadequate maintenance of your property;

creating an unsightly environment.

In short, you should treat your neighbors the way you would want to be treated if you owned the property and were
investing in the improvement thereof.

Off-campus permission, if granted, may be withdrawn by the dean of students, regardless of any contractual
agreement between the student and the property owners, where the student fails to satisfy the conditions enumerated
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supra. Where off-campus permission is withdrawn, the student must either move back on campus or withdraw from
the University, in which case the refund policy described in the Under graduate Bulletin shall apply.

Check-in/Check-out. Students living in University residence halls must complete designated check-in and check-out
procedures. Upon check-in, you will be expected to sign Form OSL 105 [Room Condition Report] verifying the
condition of your room. Before signing the form, you should verify the information described therein and indicate
discrepancies, if any, to your resident assistant or arealresident director. Once you have signed the form, you are
responsible for changes in the condition of your room. Any renovations or additions must be approved, in advance, by
the arealresident director. You may not dter furniture (e.g., with nails or bolts) or move furniture from the
room/building. If you violate these guidelines, you will be assessed charges and/or fines, which may include the cost of
replacement.

Keys. Upon check-in, you will be issued a key to your room and, if appropriate, a key to your residence hall; and you
will officially acknowledge financia responsibility for lost keys, including the cost of replacement and arelated fine:

Replacement Fine Total
Room Key: $5.00 $20.00 $25.00
Security Key: $5.00 $60.00 $65.00

Fines are imposed to emphasize the fact that the security of keys is essentia to the security of persons and property on
campus. Fines collected are used to periodically re-key locks and replace keys. Under no circumstance should
University keys be duplicated except by University personnel.

Security of Rooms. Y ou should keep your room locked at all times. Should you lock yourself out of your room, you
should contact the resident assistant or arealresident director.

Security of Buildings. Although there are no curfews, residence halls are locked on a 24-hour basis, except for externa
doors to suites in Belk which are locked from 7 p.m. to 7 am. Because of the importance of security and safety on a
University campus and because residence halls are easy targets for unwanted solicitation and crimina activity, students
who prop open external doorsto residence halls or who otherwise violate the security of residence halls will be fined and
referred to the dean of students who may impose additional sanctions. Because copying or transferring the key to your
residence hall jeopardizes the safety of all residents, such actions may result in the loss of housing privileges.

Rooms. Only students who have requested University housing and who have been assigned a room by the Office of
Student Life may live in a University residence hall. Assignments will be made only to students who follow established
procedures. Assignment assumes that you will be enrolled in 12 credit hours, or more, throughout the semester. If you
drop below 12 hours, you may be required to move out of the residence hall, in which case the normal refund policy of
the University shall apply.

Housing Contract. Students residing in University housing are required to sign a housing contract which expires within
24 hours of withdrawal from the University or semester completion, except that earlier closing times may be announced
at the end of a semester and in cases where the student is excluded from campus. Residence halls are closed during
official breaks. Candidates for graduation and others participating officially in commencement exercises may remain in
residence hals until graduation, but other students, including students remaining to attend graduation exercises or to
participate in programs or activities not related to graduation, may not remain in residence halls during this period.

Housing contracts may be canceled by the Office of Student Life for behavioral reasons. In the event of dismissal
from the University or exclusion from campus housing for disciplinary reasons, any fees due or paid will not be
canceled or refunded, in whole or in part.

Room Consolidation. After the last day to drop courses without record, the University will consolidate students into
double occupancy rooms.

Private Rooms. Beginning at 9 am. on the first day of classes, students who would like a private room and who are

willing to pay the additional charge ($275 per semester) may sign the waiting list in the Office of Student Life [Room

101 of the Slane University Center]. Private rooms will be offered according to the priority established by the waiting
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list as they become available. If your name is on the waiting list and if you elect not to accept an available room, when
offered, your name will remain on the waiting list unless withdrawn by you.

Occupancy. Entering students may occupy rooms in their residence halls on the first day of orientation. Returning
students may occupy rooms in their residence halls on the day preceding registration for upper-class students.  Students
who arrive early should make arrangements for off-campus housing.

Late Occupancy. Rooms ordinarily will not be reserved for students beyond the first day of classes. If you will arrive
after classes commence, you must notify the assistant dean of studentsin advance.

Room Changes. Once you have been assigned to a room, you may not change rooms without the approva of the
associate dean of residentid life whose office is located in Room 101 of the Slane University Center. If you change
rooms without approva of the associate dean, you will be fined $25; and, depending upon housing priorities, you may be
required to return to the room originally assigned or to another available room.

Official Breaks. If you live in aresidence hall, you must ordinarily vacate the hall by 5 p.m. on the last day of classes
preceding official breaks (fall break, Thanksgiving, Christmas, spring break), a which time special security procedures
go into effect. Unless specifically authorized, you may not enter the residence hall during the official break. Residence
halls will re-open at 12 noon on the Sunday preceding the first day of scheduled classes following the break.

Sudents who live outside the United States should contact the associate dean of students [101 Slane University Center] if
they have no placeto go.

Authorized Entry. Authorized individuals may enter your room for purposes of routine maintenance, housekeeping,
ingpection, or search. These individuals include, but are not limited to, residence hal staff, maintenance and
housekeeping personnel, safety/security officers, University officials, health inspectors, and fire inspectors.

Room Inspection. In order to encourage health and safety, your room will be inspected periodically by authorized
individuals, including, but not limited to, residence hall staff. Although such entry is not for purposes of search, if, in the
course of such inspections, items are discovered which suggest violation of University policies or legal statutes, they will
be seized, and disciplinary action may result. In the event that both students are under 21, alcohol will be considered an
illegal substance.

Room Search. Where reasonable cause exigts, authorized University officials, including residence hall staff, may enter
and search your room should life or property appear to be in danger or to investigate alleged violations of University
policy or municipal, state, or federal statutes.

Damages. Students who live in University facilities are responsible for damages to those facilities, including student
rooms, limited access areas, and public areas.

Assigned Charges. Where the individua responsible for damages can be identified, the cost of repair or replacement
will be assigned directly to the account(s) of the individual(s). Damages include, but are not limited to, cigarette burns,
residue from tape, and nail holes. Where furniture is damaged, charges may include the current cost of replacement.

Prorated Charges. Where the individual(s) responsible for damages cannot be identified, charges for damages may be
prorated among residents of the building-at-large or among residents of a designated section thereof.

Although prorated damages may seem unfair, they are intended to save you money by allowing residents of a
building to help establish the rent they pay. Either the University must cushion rentsto cover projected damages or it
can establish basic rent independent of damages and allow residents to adjust their rent to reflect the level of actual
damage within their residential areas. Ordinarily, the first option would result in significantly higher rents, in part
because damage must be projected and in part because damage tends to be greater when residents are not
accountable for specific damages. In order to avoid prorated damages, you should (1) actively discourage vandalism
within Univergity facilities and (2) report known vandals to your resident assistant, your area/resident director or to
the associate dean for residential life or the dean of students.
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Housekeeping. Because the condition of your room can affect others, including but not limited to your roommate, you
are expected to keep your room clean and orderly at al times. Bedding and clothing can cause offensive odors in your
room; therefore, such items should be washed or cleaned after ordinary use. Rooms will be inspected periodicaly by
residence hall staff; and sanctions, including, but not limited to, fines and exclusion from the residence hal, may be
imposed.

Because trash can create problems related to health and safety and because used beverage and food containers invite
insects, you should dispose of trash regularly. Receptacles are provided near each residence hal. Under no
circumgtances should trash be left in hallways or stairwells, even temporarily. Except in Belk and the University
Apartments where each resident in an apartment/suite will be fined $5, the minimum fine for the improper disposal of
trash is$10. Thefinefor throwing trash and other objects from awindow is $75 and possible loss of housing privileges.

Routine Housekeeping. Ordinarily, routine housekeeping occurs daily on weekdays in public areas of residence halls.
Y ou should understand that routine housekeeping does not include cleaning up behind residents. In short, responsible
parties are accountable for special housekeeping requirements which they create.

Scheduled Housekeeping. If you would like to suggest housekeeping which is not routine, you should ordinarily talk
first with your area/resident director who will either generate awork order or refer you to another University official.

Maintenance. The University has established operating procedures related to routine maintenance, scheduled
maintenance, and emergency maintenance.

Although the University attempts to respond to all maintenance requests in a timely manner, for a variety of reasons,
including the need to schedule work or order parts, some important maintenance requests may not be addressed
immediately. Your understanding and cooperation is solicited. If problems are not addressed in a reasonable time, you
should contact a member of the staff.

Emergency Maintenance. If emergency maintenance is required during the day, you should call the Office of Student
Life [Extension 9231]. If emergency maintenance is required during other hours, you should contact your resident
assistant or arealresident director. In the event that your resident assistant or arealresident director is not readily
available, you should call the Office of Campus Safety directly [Extension 9111].

Routine Maintenance. You should contact your RA or call the Office of Student Life (9231) to request routine
maintenance: replacement of light bulbs, genera cleaning of community bathrooms, unclogging of drains or sinks, pest
control service, and repair of broken windows, et cetera. Ordinarily, a member of the maintenance staff will respond to
routine requests by the end of the next weekday. If you have maintenance requests which are not considered routine, you
should contact your resident assistant or arealresident director.

Scheduled Maintenance. If you would like to suggest maintenance which is not routine, you should ordinarily talk first
with your area/resident director who will either generate awork order or refer you to another University official.

Room Vacancies. If avacancy will occur in your room at the end of the fall semester, before leaving campus, you must
clean your room and leave your room ready for a new roommate. Where your room is not appropriate for a new
roommate, the University reserves the right to clean your room and to make necessary accommodations in which case
you will be fined $25.

Check-out. When you move out of your room, whether during the semester or at the end of the term, you must follow
established check-out procedures, and you must leave your room clean, orderly, and free of al personal items.
Unwanted items must be disposed of properly. If you fail to follow established check-out procedures, you will be fined
$25. If your roomis not clean at the time of check-out, a minimum fee of $25 will be imposed. If your room is not free
of persona items, a minimum fee of $50 will be imposed.

You should understand that the issue is management, not money. Spaces must be ready for students who enter in mid-
year. At the end of the year, the University needs to be able to commence annual cleaning and maintenance immediately
in order to assure that rooms are ready for summer and fall programs.
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HOUSING REGULATIONS

Bicycles. Bicycles should be stored in designated areas only. Bicycles are not permitted in stairwells or hallways
because they often cause damage to buildings, because they can be a safety hazard, and because they can hinder custodial
staff.

Confiscation. Where prohibited by University policy or by federal, state, or municipal statutes, the University reserves
the right to confiscate persona property, including, but not limited to, appliances, pets, and materials which compromise
the health, safety, or security of residents.

Combustible Materials. Almost every year, some campus somewhere in the United States experiencesamaor firein a
residence hall, and the loss of life as a result of such fires occurs too frequently. Most firesin University residence halls
result from smoking or from the careless use of eectrica equipment, including desk lamps which touch flammable
materids. As a community, we must work intentionally and universally to prevent such tragedies on the campus of
High Point University. Simple precautions can save lives.

Candles. You may not burn or possess candles, petroleum products, or other substances, including incense, in the
residence hall.

Christmas Trees. Only UL approved artificial trees are permitted, and they may be used only in student rooms, study
areas, or hall lounges. No trees may be placed in corridors or hallways. In student rooms, the height of the tree must not
exceed four feet. All lights must be UL approved and free of broken or frayed wiring. All Christmas decorations must
be taken down prior to the Christmas break.

Decorations. Except for flame-resistant curtains on windows, you may not hang flammable materials from ceilings,
lights, or walls, even on festive occasions, such as Halloween. Such decorations have been specificaly prohibited by the
fire marshal.

Petroleum Products. Gasoline, oil, and similar petroleum products are not permitted in residence halls; and vehicles or
motors which use such products, including, but not limited to, cars, trucks, motorcycles and motorbikes, must be kept at
least 15 feet from buildings. Because they are combustible, oil base paint and oily rags should not be stored in residence
hals.

Smoking. If you smoke or allow guests to smoke in your room, you should provide suitable ashtrays and keep a covered
metal can for the temporary disposal of ashes and butts. Under no circumstances should:

. atrash can be used as an ashtray;
. ashes/butts be dumped from an ashtray directly into atrash can;
. smoking occur while a person is reclining.

Electrical Appliances. The following electrical devices are permitted in University residence halls. coffee pots
(percolator or drip), extension cords which are UL approved, irons, popcorn poppers, radios, stereos, small microwaves,
small refrigerators [2 amps].

Guidelines. When using such equipment, the following guidelines apply:

. Although the load level varies according to the residence hall, the maximum load for receptacles with
two plugs varies from 750-1000 watts (see back or bottom of appliance for watt level);

. Y ou should not plug more than two itemsinto a duplex receptacle, and you may not be able to use both
items simultaneoudly;
. You must not run wires under rugs, carpets, mattresses, or bedspreads; across ceilings; around door or

window casements; or in other ways which could result in fire, shock, or electrocution;
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. Y ou may use only devices which meet UL standards and which are free of frayed or broken wires,

. Certain appliances, such as electrical curlers, hair dryers, and irons, should be disconnected following
use.

Prohibitions. In addition to large appliances, the use of the following electrical devicesis strictly prohibited: amplifiers
for musical instruments, convection ovens, electric frying pans, extension cords which are not UL approved, halogen
floor lamps, hot pots, space heaters, and window air conditioners.

Although few options exist, where feasible, the Office of Student Life will assist students who need a place to practice on
amplified equipment.

Fire Alarms. When you hear the fire alarm, including false darms or fire drills, you must exit the building immediately,
using the most accessible exit and avoiding elevators. Remember, you do not want to be trapped in an elevator if power
fails. Y ou must remain outside the building until you are officialy authorized to re-enter. If cold, be sure to wear a coat.

Safety Equipment. Fire alarms and fire extinguishers are intended to encourage the safety of persons and property.
Misuse of such egquipment shall result in sanctions which may include suspension or exclusion from campus and/or
crimina prosecution. North Carolina Criminal Law [Statute 14-2686] mandates a maximum fine of $500, or
imprisonment for not morethan 6 months, or both, for personswho willfully misuse or abuse firealarmsand fire
fighting equipment.

False Alarms. All fireaarmswill be treated as real darms. False darms create undue hardships for residents and staff.
If you know the identity of someone who pulls afalse alarm, you should either warn the perpetrator personally that you
will report future violations or ask a member of the staff to talk with the violator. Only such action on your part can
assure that you and your friends will not be continually hassed as aresult of pranks.

Furniture. Except for normal wear, you are expected to leave the furniture in the condition in which you found it.

Beds. For safety reasons, beds are not to be stacked on dressers, desks or other furniture, and they may not be mounted
onwallsor furniture. Waterbeds are not permitted.

Lofts. Lofts are permitted if akit isused and if the loft passes inspection by your University maintenance. Information
about kitsis available from room 101 in the Slane University Center.

Removal from Rooms. Furniture must remain in rooms at al times. University furniture may not be moved to
bal conies, decks, porches, storage, or yards.

Liability. The University assumes no responsibility for loss, theft, or damage to a resident's personal property.
Therefore, unless your property at school is covered by your parent's insurance, you should purchase renter's insurance.
Information is available from the Office of Student Life [101 Slane University Center.]

Obstruction. Obstruction of corridors, stairwells, and exits is prohibited by state law. Such obstructionsinclude, but are
not limited to, bicycles, decorations, displays, luggage, and trash.

Painting. You are not permitted to paint your room. If your room requires painting, you should talk with your
arealresident director. If (S)he agrees, (s)he will initiate awork order.

Pets. With the exception of aquariums containing fish, pets are not permitted in residence halls. If you violate this
policy, you will be fined $15 per diem; and if violation continues, you may lose the privilege of living on campus.

Public Nuisance. Students who reside in residence halls are expected to respect the rights of other students.
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Banners. If you damage carpet, tile, furniture or other University property while painting banners or other items, you
will be charged the full cost of replacement or repair. Banners may not be painted in residence halls.

Games. The use of balls, bikes, Frishees, skateboards, and similar or substitute devicesis strictly prohibited in residence
halls. Missiles, including, but not limited to, Frisbees and snowballs, may not be thrown in an area where they may cause

damage to persons or property.
Musical Equipment. Drums and amplified musical instruments are prohibited in residence hals.
Noise Pollution. Students are expected to maintain reasonable quiet at all times.

Quiet Hours. Quiet hours are in effect from 10 p.m. until 9 am. daily, except during examination periods when quiet
hours are extended. Courtesy hours are aways in effect.

Decibel levels. During quiet hours, noise should not escape your room. At other times, noise should not exceed 70
decibels. Regardless of the decibel level, students should respect requests from fellow students for quiet.

Trash. You should dispose of your trash regularly. Trash and other objects may not be thrown from windows or left,
even temporarily, in halways, stairwells, or other public areas of buildings. Receptacles are provided outside the
building. Except in Belk and the University Apartments, where each resident in an apartment/suite will be fined $5, the
minimum fine for the improper disposal of trash is $10. The fine for throwing trash and other objects from windows is
$75 and the possible loss of housing privileges.

Volleyball Courts. Hoursfor volleybal courtsin the vicinity of residential areas are 10 am. to 10 p.m.

Restricted Areas. Except in case of fire, you may not use fire escapes; you may not sit on or hang from windowsills;
and you may not access ledges or roofs.

Rugs. Rugs are permitted, but throw rugs must be skid-proof.

Vigtation. Vigtation policies have been established for residents of High Point University and their guests. The rules
which apply to residents apply aso to their guests. The host is responsible for the behavior of her/his guest(s), and,
therefore, the host may be disciplined should the guest violate established University policies.

Same Sex. Vidgtation by members of the same sex is ordinarily permitted, except that (1) overnight visitation by guests
of the same sex must be registered with and approved by your area/resident director and (2) visitation ordinarily will not
be approved for more than three days. Y ou are not charged for registering a guest, but you will be fined $10 if you fail to
register an overnight guest.

Opposite Sex. Visitation by members of the opposite sex is permitted, subject to compliance with established palicies:

Escort. All visitors must be escorted by a resident of the building.

Hours. Visitation hours which apply to rooms and loungesin al halls and houses are as follows:

Mondays - Thursdays: 10:00 am. - 11:45 p.m.
Fridays - Saturdays: 10:00 am. - 01:45 am.
Sundays 10:00 am. - 12:45 am.

Loitering/Solicitation. For your protection, loitering and solicitation are specifically prohibited. If you encounter people
loitering or soliciting in your residence hall, you should contact a member of the residence hal staff or call campus
security at extension 9111.
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Sanctions. Vigitors and their guests are expected to comply with established policies and other University regulations.
Sanctions include a $20 fine and/or loss of visitation privileges for a period of time to be specified by the arealresident
director. Where other University policies are violated, sanctions as described elsewhere in A Guide to Campus Life may
be imposed.

RESIDENTIAL SERVICES

Cable Television. Although you will need to provide your own television, basic cable service is routinely provided in
student rooms. If you wish to purchase additional cable services, you should call Cablevision at 886-4195. To request
repair, cal Cablevision at 886-5100.

Medical. The University Health Center sees students Mondays through Fridays between 8 am. and 12 noon and
between 3 p.m. and 5 p.m. From 5 p.m. to 8 p.m., medica assistance is available by calling 841-9208. If you wish to see
a doctor at the Hedth Center, you must register by 9 am. If you do not register by 9 am., you will be seen by a
registered nurse. Except during the hours indicated, you should contact your resident assistant for minor needs (such as
first aid attention or supplies) or if you need transportation to the emergency room of the High Point Regional Hospital.
IN CASE OF MEDICAL EMERGENY, YOU SHOULD:

. CALL 9111 FOR ASSISTANCE FROM CAMPUS SAFETY;

Internet. Although you must provide your own computer, ordinarily you may access the University's local area network
and the Internet from your room. Services include electronic mail (e-mail), Telnet, and WorldWideweb. For
information about site activation, your e-mail address, and the WorldWideWeb, see Information Technologies.

Laundry. Eachresidentia area hasits own laundry facilities. The University does not accept
responsibility or liability for damaged, lost, or stolen articles; therefore, you should exercise
due care in using available equipment. If equipment is not working properly, please call the
Office of Student Life at extension 9231. When you report problems, you will need to provide
the number on the bar code which appears on the front of the machine.

Polarwaves. If available, you may rent a Polarwave, consisting of arefrigerator and a microwave, for $75 per semester,
plus a deposit of $100 which is refunded if the Polarwave is not damaged and is clean when it is returned. Polarwaves
must be returned prior to the end of the semester. Priority is given to upperclassmen.

Refrigerators. If available, you may rent arefrigerator from the Student Government Association for $25 per semester,
plus a deposit of $25, which is refundable provided the refrigerator is not damaged and is clean when it isreturned. You
must return the refrigerator before the end of the semester.

Telephones. Although you must provide your own telephone, local telephone service is routinely provided to al
residential students.

Access Codes. Along with your room assignment, you will be issued an access code which alows you to make direct
long-distance calls from your room.

Collect and Third Party Calls. Because collect and third party calls cannot be billed directly to access codes, they must
not be accepted. In addition to toll charges, you will be fined $10 for each collect or third-party call involving your
telephone number.

Long-Distance Charges. Although rates are subject to change, effective February 15, 2000, the toll charge for all
long-distance calls within the United Statesisten (10) cents per minute. Chargesfor international callsvary. For
specific rates regarding international calls, contact the director of telecommunications (Samoil Petreski) at 841-
9290.
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Transportation.

High Point City Transit System (Hi-tran). The nearest city bus stop is on Montlieu Avenue near the main entrance to
High Point University. The system map is available from 101 Slane University Center. Buses ordinarily run hourly
during the day and may run more regularly at critical times. For information about schedules, call 889-7433. Theregular
fareis 70 cents; the transfer fare is 30 cents.

The Hi-tran runs directly from the corner of Montlieu and Centennial to Oak Hollow Mall. You may aso ride to the
mall by taking the Montlieu Avenue bus (13) to the central terminal and then taking the Eastchester bus (15) to Oak
Hollow Mall.

Airport Service. On the last day of classes before breaks and at the end of the semester, shuttle service to the Piedmont
Triad (Greensboro-High Point) International Airport is available on the hour from 9 am. until 5 p.m. provided students
make reservations in advance with the Office of Campus Safety [extension 9112]. The van departs from the front of the
Slane University Center. Thereisa$2 charge for this service.

Shuttle service from the Piedmont Triad International Airport isalso available at the beginning of the semester and at the
end of breaks provided reservations are made in advance by calling 336-841-9112. The bus departs from the front of the
USAIir baggage claim area at the airport. Thereisa$2 charge for this service.

Charlotte/Raleigh.  Ordinarily, students who need rides to airports in Charlotte or Raleigh must arrange their own
transportation. The Amtrak provides service to Raleigh twice daily The Piedmont and The Carolinian. In exceptiona
circumstances, the University may be able to arrange transportation, in which case the student(s) will be charged the
established mileage rate (round trip) for University vehicles which currently is 25 cents per mile.

Lexington Drive Safety Recommendation. It is very difficult to make a left turn at the intersection of West
College Drive and Lexington Avenue. Therefore, when heading north on West College Drive, you should turn
left onto Farris (at the Greenway) and right onto Centennial Avenue which carries you to a stop light at the
inter section of Centennial and Lexington.

Vending Machines. Ordinarily, residence halls are equipped with vending machines as a service to residents. The
machines are owned by vendors, not by the University, and vendors are not willing to maintain equipment in areas where
damage or misuse occurs. Where damage occurs, residents may be prorated. In order to retain service and avoid
prorated charges, you should collaborate with other residents in an effort to discourage misuse or abuse of available
machines. If you lose money in a vending machine located on campus, you should request reimbursement from the
cashier in 248 Roberts Hall.
